Music Theory Websites

Here are some great websites to help you learn about Elements of Music, music theory, music notation, etc.
1. Introduction to Reading Music:  This is a very straightforward, simple introduction to many of the music terms and symbols we use in NVJH 7th grade choir.  In about 9 or 10 pages, you learn about (or review) clefs, time signatures, types of notes, types of rests, basic counting, musical symbols, dynamics, and articulation.  Go to:

2. Gary Ewer’s Easy Music Theory:  This is a large set of music theory lessons that goes into MUCH more detail than we do in 7th grade choir at NV, but some of the lessons are great!  The lessons also have worksheets that you can print out and complete, and then click on the Key (also on the website) to check your work (a lot like Mr. Reisetter’s website!).

I recommend ONLY lessons1, 4, 5, 6, 13, and MAYBE 14.  The other lessons go into a lot of hard-to-understand stuff that you don’t really need for choir (YET!).  Go to:
