	Rest value name
	Symbol
	Looks like
	Beats in 4/4 (common time)
	Counting in 4/4 (common time)

	Whole rest
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	A black box hanging down from a line.  It might be a hole you could fall into!


	4 beats of silence (a whole measure)
	“1, 2, 3, 4”

	Half rest
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	A black box sticking up from a line.  It looks like a hat (a “hat rest”!).


	2 beats of silence (half a measure)
	“1, 2”



	Quarter rest
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	A complicated squiggle


	1 beat of silence (a quarter of a measure)
	“1”, or

“shh!”

	Eighth rest
	
	A curved “7” with a dot on it.
	½ beat of silence (an eighth of a measure)
	“snap”


15. tie …………………………..Curved line joining 2 notes of the same pitch together (add their time values)  A tie just adds up the two note values it joins.  For example, a whole note (4 beats) tied to a half note (2 beats) would add up to 6 beats (4 + 2 = 6).


Ties.  This combination would equal 10 beats (4 + 4 + 2 = 10).
