The tune of a song (not the rhythm; not the harmony; the tune)


2 or more people singing the same song but starting at different times (like Brother John)


Uniform vowel sounds; everyone mixes together, no one sticks out


Singing in tune


Everyone sings or plays exactly the same notes (unified). Similar to monophony.


Sound in time; the “beat” of the music


2 or more notes at the same time that go together nicely


A single unaccompanied melody line; similar to unison


The feeling conveyed in music
