Audacity and setting up the Export to MP3 function

· Open Audacity

· Create a sample file (this can be anything)

· Go to File and Choose Export as MP3
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· It should default to the students Home folder or H drive (if it doesn’t choose Desktop on the right hand side and then choose the (H) Home
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· This next dialogue box comes up and click YES
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· Then type in the following in front of  Lame_enc C:\ so the line should look like this C:\lame_enc.dll and click Open
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· This next dialogue box comes up.  Enter Title and click OK
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
