There will be one test at the end of each chapter.  This will be a closed book, and closed notebook assessment.  You will be allowed to retake portions of a chapter test that you miss, for half of the points.  
30% Labs, Activities, Projects and Notebook

Your notebook will be graded at the end of each chapter.  At this time your labs will be graded, your homework will be checked, along with your daily notes and dictionary.

20% Quizzes/Homework

Homework will be assessed at the end of each Chapter section through a Homework Quiz.  You will be allowed to use your Physics Notebook during this quiz.  This quiz will consist of 4 problems.  Two problems will be homework problems.  You will copy, from your notebook, your work and solutions to both of these problems.  The other two problems will be similar to examples from class or homework problems.

· Pages 5-100 are for class notes.  Take your daily notes in this section, and write all your labs here.
· Pages 101-180 are for your homework assignments.  Complete your homework here.

· Pages 181-200 will be your dictionary.  In your dictionary you will write the physics definition for each of the vocabulary words on your Chapter Homework Sheet.  This definition must be in your own words (not copied out of the back of the book).  Along with the Physics Meaning of the word, you also will include with each vocabulary word either a picture, or an example of this word.
